The terrain is varied, with arid portions, tropical areas, and 
mountain ranges.  

With a population of 1.3 billion concentrated in the south 
and the northern edge, India has vast areas of rural land.

There is a gender gap as well. The literacy rate for men is 
81%, but for women it is just 61%. 

The inability to read affects these people in many ways, 
particularly in their capacity to work and to take in new 
knowledge.

There is also a disparity in schooling for girls and boys, 
especially in rural areas.

Many parents hold on to the traditional thinking that 
there is no point in educating girls past a certain point
